Jam-packed line-up of bands revealed for Randall Rootz IV

Organisers of the Randall Rootz Festival have revealed that 16 different acts have been signed up for the weekend of the festival. 
The fourth Randall Rootz festival will be held on the weekend of August 20th, 21st and 22nd, with the UK’s only Pogues tribute act – The Dead Rabbits – headlining the three day event. 
Randall Rootz IV will open at The Brewery Tap, in Westgate, Peterborough, on the Friday night before the festival moves on to Charters pub and beer garden, just off own Bridge.
Sixteen different acts – playing everything from folk, rock , world to indie – will play on the Saturday and Sunday of the event.

Mark was a well-known face on Peterborough's music scene, playing in numerous bands (including The Dead Rabbits and Angryman) and constantly promoting live music and bringing new talent to the city.
In keeping with Mark’s passion for music, community and diversity, the festival ethos strives to put on an event that incorporates these ideas, while also helping to raise awareness and much needed funds for Sue Ryder’s Thorpe Hall Hospice, where Mark was cared for in his final weeks. 
As well as the diverse range of live acts, ranging from folk and world music through to rock and indie, the festival will also include performance poetry, arts, a variety of family entertainment and environmentally inspired workshops and information stands for people of all ages.
